6.116 The need for affordable housing is acute in Pembrokeshire,
evidenced by housing waiting list data, Local Housing Market
Assessments and Community Council surveys. The Welsh
Government has made the delivery of affordable housing a priority
for the planning system™?® and a community's need for affordable
housing is a material planning consideration. It is anticipated that at
least 980 new affordable homes will be provided over the Plan
period.

6.117 The authority will seek a material or financial contribution to
affordable housing from all new open market housing developments
in order to maximise the delivery of affordable housing in an effort to
meet the existing and newly-arising need. Where the site is large
enough the developer will be expected to provide affordable housing
on-site, in accordance with percentage targets stated in GN.28 (for
housing allocations) or GN.29 (for windfall sites).
