From Summary or Requirements of Regulation 13 & 15 Public Health (Ships) Regulations 1979, as amended

· Reports must be made at least 4 hours before the arrival of the vessel

· A ship making a report is not automatically required to fill in a Maritime Declaration of Health if it has not been to a Foreign Port during its voyage (or has only called at Ports in the “Excepted Area” of: Belgium, Metropolitan France, Spain, Greece, Republic of Ireland, Italy, the Netherlands, the United Kingdom, Channel Islands and the Isle of Man).

· The Port Medical Officer may direct that a Maritime Declaration of Health is completed, whatever the circumstances, for the purposes of preventing danger to public health.

General Guidance

Ship Sanitation Certificate requests, and other queries:  Please contact the Port Health team on the number above.  Please give as much notice as possible if requesting a Ship Sanitation Certificate.

Animals:  There is no “PETS TRAVEL SCHEME” operating in Milford Haven or Fishguard.  Animals landed illegally may be seized and destroyed.  Any animals on board a ship must be kept secure in an enclosed space.

Imported Food:  Please notify the Port Health team of any food imports by faxing a copy of the manifest/bill of lading, using the fax number above, or alternatively supply by e-mail.

Imported Feed:  Please notify the Port Health team of any cargoes to be used for animal feed purposes by faxing a copy of the manifest/bill of lading, using the fax number above, or alternatively supply by e-mail.
