 There will be clear signage to help you understand new measures. 

 Our centre staff will be on hand to assist with any queries. 

 We will endeavour to offer the best possible learner experience. 

 We will not have any communal areas or refreshment facilities. 

 All tutors and staff will be issued with face visors. 

Your commitment to us: 

 To refrain from visiting our centres should you have any of the symptoms of Covid-19. 

 To be patient and understanding with one another. 

 To be respectful of all other people in the facility and to keep a safe physical distance from one 

another. 

 To follow the guidance provided by staff and to read and adhere to the signage around the 

centre. 

 To maintain good hand hygiene. 

 To clean equipment before and after use with the cleaning products provided. 

 To bring own refreshments. 

 To book and pay for classes in advance, preferably online.
